Restoring Health and Hope

Dr Wole Olomola

| arrived at Manilla on the 5t of July
2011 and joined with other team mem-
bers of the World Impact Team
(Medical Mission) from USA. We left for
Tablas Island the following day and
was received by the governor of the
province and also by local ministers of
the church.

The theme of the mission team was
‘Restoring health and hope in the
Philippines’ and that was exactly what
the team prepared itself for.

There were ten medical practitioners
with some local care givers in the
team. We also had sixteen other non-
medical members whose main role
was to minister to the waiting crowd.

We ministered in four towns in Tablas
Island. The towns included Calatrava,
San Andres, Odiogan and Looc.

We spent two days in each of the four
towns and we were always on the
move.

In all, we offered medical care to over
5000 people in the four towns, where
costs prohibit many from receiving
proper medical treatment. There were
two emergencies that required hospital
admission.

We
were well received by the prisoners,
prison officials and the prison worship
was simply fantastic.

One interesting thing | observed was
that the average blood pressure in the
prison was much lower than the blood
pressure of outside community
members!

It was ten very busy days but to the
glory of God, all team members
arrived at their various destinations
safely.
